Design Project Evaluation

1) Purposes:

The purpose of our inservice on PowerPoint is to give teachers another tool to enhance student learning by integrating the technology into their existing curriculum via teacher porduced presentations and by student generated presentations.

2) Audience:

Our target audience is current K-12 teaching staff.

3) Issues:

Determine student’s ability to use PowerPoint as a teaching tool within their curriculum areas.

Create a rubric from which learners can implement into their own assessments.

Identify learner knowledge of integrating technology (PowerPoint) into their existing curriculum.

4) Resources:

The participants/teachers

a computer lab with the software program Microsoft PowerPoint loaded on it 

Instructor(s) with PowerPoint/Classroom experience.

5) Evidence:

The PowerPoint presentations created by the students and their integration in curriculum areas will serve as proof of knowledge gained.

The rubric will show what or to what degree the participant understood what was taught

6) Data Gathering Techniques:

The data gathering techniques that will be used will be the rubric created for evaluation.  We will also be using a survey from the participants evaluating their own learning.

7) Analysis:

Analysis will be based on how the students scored on the 4-point scale on the rubric and what overall average scores are.

8) Reporting:

Reporting will be done as a whole group verbally with learners addressing strengths and weaknesses from the viewpoint of using PowerPoint. Also a written evaluation of the course will be given for students to fill out.  A final written report will be presented to the principal and administration showing the growth of the participants, and areas that could be improved upon at another in-service.
